SMSA held a first aid/CPR course on 18 March 2017 at our club house
in the heart of Solomons Md.

Once again the course was taught by Rebecca Humpal, a Registered
Nurse and American Heart Association certified instructor. The course
was well attended including SMSA members along with many people
from Sailing Center Chesapeake. Sailing Center Chesapeake provides
unique sailing opportunities for the youth of Southern Maryland
through high school programs and safety is paramount to their
success. This interactive course included both classroom instruction
and hands on participation which covered the basics of first aid
including the use of the EPIPen and CPR. Students demonstrated the
proper method of saving lives using CPR on both adults and the
unique methods required with children and infants. Attendees received
an American Heart Association (AHA) Certificate which is good for two
years, at which time the holder should obtain refresher training to
keep up with the skills and any new techniques that have been
developed.
